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Il. MAGHZIAKA ANOTEAEZMATA/LEARNING OUTCOMES

In this module of study we will explore together the ways in which schooling may support exclusion and inclusion. We will dedicate some
time to reconsidering our understandings of frequently used concepts and theories such as special education, inclusive education and
exclusion. Thinking about our conceptual tools is a necessary first step in analysing the structures, cultures and impacts of education across
a range of nation-state and cultural contexts. We will also use this time and thinking space together to explore our assumptions about
education, children, difference, learning and the nature and impacts of knowledge.

Globalisation will be a key concern for us as we look at the impact of shifting flows of information, people, capital and technology on the
contexts in which we undertake our professional practice and research. We will try to understand the ways in which the world changes and
resists itself. More importantly, our attention will be directed to the internationalisation of education and the imperatives that drive
educational benchmarking and jurisdictional policymaking. Now more than ever before we see the emergence and solidification of supra-
national organisations such as OECD that drive education decision-making. This strikes parallels with the economic organisation and
decision-making that nation states are subject to in the new world order. Your experience of Greece in the European Economic Community
is a touchstone. We are required to pursue a careful analysis of global and local politics if we are to make sense of the kind of ethics that
drive education cultures and new forms of exclusion.

Our work together will invite us to simultaneously look globally and locally (Slee, 2010). Our day-to-day lives are of particular interest to
our scholarship. We are actors in a world of exclusion and inclusion. For this reason | will be encouraging us to think about the ordinariness
of exclusion and to find our data all around us. The world, our school, hospital, department store, university department is our laboratory.

My interest is in putting to theory to work to help us make sense of everyday lives.
